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Events and Banquet Policies

The Elks Lodge is a Private Club and all functions must be sponsored
by an Elk member

Deposits and Payment

An initial deposit of $500 is required when the reservation of a date
and area of the lodge is made. This deposit will be held as security
until completion of your event and returned to you less any additional
charges. 50% of the estimated charges for your event must be paid
when the contract is made, and the balance is due at least 24 hours
prior to the function. Final payment may be by cash or bank check.
Other payment arrangements may be made upon Lodge approval, in
writing, prior to making the contract.

Cancellations

Cancellations must be in writing. The reservation deposit will be
refunded only if the Lodge books another function for the same date
and location following the cancellation. Failure to enter into a contract
with the lodge not later than ninety days before the date of the function
may be deemed by the Lodge to be a cancellation.

Guarantees

The number of persons attending must be reported to the club manager
or chef by 11:00 AM four days prior to the event. You will be charged
for this number. We will prepare for 5% over that amount. The
minimum guarantee can be no less than 80% of the original contracted
number of guests. No allowance or credit will be made for fewer
attendees than the guarantee. By prior agreement, small children
will be charged at half price. Note: All functions require a minimum
number of attendees based on the location and time of day of the event.
Contact the Club Manager for minimums.

Service Charge

A taxable service charge is included in ALL dinner prices. Any
additions or deletions to the original contract must be changed on both
the purchaser’s and Lodge’s copies of the contract; with signatures
required by both parties. Tax will be added to all dinner prices

Alcohol Consumption

Under no circumstances will any person under 21 years of age be
allowed to consume alcoholic beverages on the premises. We reserve
the right to ask for proper identification and/or refuse service. No
alcohol of any kind may be brought into the building. If found, it will
be confiscated by a security officer and only returned at the completion
of the function. Consumption of alcoholic beverages outside the
building is forbidden unless prior arrangements have been made with
the State ABC.

Events and Banquet Policies

Food and Beverage Prices

Prices listed in this booklet are as of January 1, 2009. Our costs
fluctuate. The prices for your event will be those in effect when the
contract is made. Regulations require that all food and beverage
must be purchased through the Lodge and consumed on the premises.
Exceptions to this policy are wedding cakes that must be prepared by
a commercial bakery and special circumstances by written permission
from the Club Manager.

Length and Time of Events

Length of events is restricted by time and location. All outdoor events
must be completed by sundown or 8:00 PM, whichever occurs first.
All outdoor wedding receptions or similar events must be completed
by 11:00 PM All social dinner dances must be completed by 1:00
AM. The maximum length of time for any event is 7 hours. Events
must be completed and the premises vacated within the contracted
time period or extra charges may apply.

Security

A minimum of three security guards are required for all wedding
receptions and similar events. A minimum of at least one security
guard is mandatory for any event. The cost of the security will be
charged to the person(s) or the organization(s) responsible for the
event.

Parking

All non-members must park in the north parking lot on the mountain-
side of the building. A security guard, stationed at the entrance of the
property, is required for all events for the purpose of directing traffic
to the event’s parking lot.

Music and Sound Levels

Due to many residential homes near the Lodge building, sound and
music levels must be kept at a reasonable level. A reasonable level is
one that cannot be heard outside the confines of the building. Outside
parties with amplified music or microphones will be monitored for
excessive sound levels. Once the club manager leaves the event
location, the head bartender in charge will be responsible for the
sound volume. Failure to follow this person’s instructions will result
in the sound system being shut down, and possibly, the forfeiture of
the remaining deposit.
